(The traditional flared end forming requires multiple
picks using a fork truck, and sand pile or rubber tires
to turn the product in an upright position)

Set-Up to Pour Procedure

. Clean and oil form.

. Clean and oil core.

. Place cage onto core.

. Clean and oil joint former.

. Clamp joint former to form.
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. With fork truck, pick core up and place cage
onto core.

. Place core/cage into form.
. Clamp core to form.

9. Place form product retaining pins into position.

Strip Out Procedure

1. Form doors in the open position, clean and oil the
form, core and apron pallet.

2. Using an overhead hoist, place cage around the
core.

3. Clean and oil the joint former to be used.
4. Close the form doors and clamp the form seams.
5. Using an overhead hoist, place the joint former on

top of the form or core, (either groove or tongue).

Note: Customer may opt to fill the form with concrete,
filling close to the top of the form and then introduce the

joint former.

1. Un-clamp the core toggle clamps.

2. Using a 20-ton bottle jack, place the jack on the
form push bracket to push against the core solid
end, jack the core outward to “break the concrete
to core bond".

3. Using a fork truck, remove the inner core only.

4. Remove the form product retaining pins from the
product.

5. Un-clamp and remove the joint former from the
product.

6. Using a fork truck, remove the product from the
form, lifting straight up.

7. Product is produced up-side down. Roll the

product over either in a sand pile or on rubber tires.

Notes: Care is needed to roll the product over, so NOT to
break or spall the product). All steps above require using a
fork truck.

1. Remove the joint former from the product.

2. Un-clamp the form toggle clamps, and pry flat side
door against product pin or door locks. Roll the
"flat” form door open. Remove product pins or
un-lock door locks and roll the “round” form door
open.

Step 2 Note: NextGen Flare will come with product
pins OR door locks.

3. Using the customer supplied cordless drill, connect
to the SmartConnect system to jack strip the flared
end apron pallet and product upward, to “break
the concrete to core bond”.

4. Using an overhead crane and proper lifting device,
connect to the cast-in product lift inserts, removing
the product from the core, lifting straight up.

5. Lay the product down in the up-right position.
